HOW TO GARDEN AND FARM WITH EARTHWORMS

General

You probably know that earthwerms are nature's ploughs,
moving, cerating and draining the soil. Less commonly known
is that their excreta and exuded liquid is high in organic matter
and soil bucterin which makes nutrients and growth stimulants
available to plants.
To take wdvantage of their natural abilities they con be
introduced into o worm friendty garden or with the help of a
wormery they con produce concentrated casts and liquid from
organic waste.

A Garden Friendly to Earthworms
Earthworms need and will be attracted by generous quantities
of moist organic matter such os compost in the soil and liberal
mulch on the surface.

Once this state of affairs has heen obtained, svitable
eorthworms can be infroduced ot o rate of 10 earthworms per
sq. metre of mulched surface. They quickly increase in number
inline with the availuble compost and mulch,

The addition of two types of earthworms into your compost
heap will in addition to increasing the speed of breakdown and
nutrient conversion, help the growth of the overall earthworm
population in the garden.

Earthworms in a Trench
Paper, cardboard, kitchen and gorden waste can be trenched
info o garden in quantity and earthworms introduced to quickly
convert the waste allowing elmost instant planting.

Ideal way to start a new garden or reclaim poor or sandy soil.

Orchards Need Earthworms
Inthe wild trees produce a litter layer on the forest floor which
earthworms work into the top 100-150mm of soil thus reducing
the stress to the trees caused by drought, heat or cold.
Heavy mulch can take the place of a litter layer and suitable
earthworms are easily introduced at a rate of 10 to 20 to the
free. )

On the Farm
Continuous use of artificial fertilizers coupled with depletion
of the organic matter can result in sterile soil. Already "no
Aill" advocates are seeing the earthworm return.
The process can be greatly accelerated by returning green
organic matter to the land which will bring back the earthworm
and correct the sterility. Introduction of the most effective fype
of earthworm will improve matters even further,

Application rates

This excellent liquid fertiliser, derived from earthworms, can be applied as a soil drench and/or foliar feed.

It will not burn your plants, even if in concentrated form.

As a soil drench, apply diluted “Wee” to the soil around the plants every fortnight.  (See Dilution rates.)

As a foliar feed, spray leaves with diluted “Wee” every week.  (See Dilution rates.)

Dilution rates.

Foliar feeding.

For seedlings and other very tender plants:


Dilute 1 part “Wee” with 80 -100 parts water   The more tender the plant, the weaker the solution, strengthening gradually.

For established plants (indoor and outdoor):


Dilute 1 part “Wee” with 50 – 80 parts water.

Soil drench


Dilute 1 part “Wee” with 50 parts water.

Constantly adjust the strength of the mixture according to the needs of the plants being treated.  By regular checking leaves for any sign of stress or discolouration, you will be able to judge the condition of your plants.
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
